Site-specific exchange covering football, revolution, swimming, chess, love and Subbuteo
In 1976, the best ever Polish football team played against arguably the best ever Iranian football team in the Montreal Olympics. This match featured the renowned players Tomaszewski, Lato and Deyna and for Iran the great Ali Parvin, nicknamed ‘The Sultan’. This clash of talent led to a memorable game with Poland edging to a 3-2 win and going on to gain the Silver medal.
Come to the pub for this gently humorous performance. Visual artist Chris Dobrowolski and 30 Bird artistic director Mehrdad Seyf discuss football, revolution, fathers, swimming, chess, love and Subbuteo aided by footage from the match, specially created installations and stills of their family histories from WWII to the present day. Poland 3 Iran 2 truly captures how much two people from seemingly completely different backgrounds have in common both locally and internationally.
Mehrdad Seyf was told in no uncertain terms not to travel back to Iran after his last production of Plastic at The Fringe. Two collaborators from Iran were both questioned on their return to Iran by the authorities. One was arrested at the airport in Tehran and taken to be questioned. They were both later released.
Chris Dobrowolski is a visual artist who has made a number of fascinating products, including an airplane covered with newspapers (which did fly and crash with Chris in it), a hovercraft, made up of local discarded bottles, a car with bycicle wheels and a tank covered with Constable paintings. One of his numerous sculptures with toy trains one of which is used in Poland 3 Iran 2.
