The true story of the brutal torture and imprisonment of poet Ghazi Hussein, and governments who attempted to crush both his spirit and his artistic freedom. An intense, moving and violent retelling of human suffering, created around the poems written whilst in prison and in defiance of the very torture that was designed to stifle them, that highlights the persecution suffered by artists across the world.

Sensing a company that could represent his story in an effective and meaningful way Ghazi Hussein approached Steve Lambert of Badac at the 2009 Fringe after watching The Devoured, and the two have collaborated over the past year. Ghazi now lives and works in Edinburgh.

2008’s The Factory, set in a series of cellars beneath the Pleasance provoked extreme reactions. Some found its brutality intensely moving and affecting, some left, shocked, shaken and needing consolation from venue staff. The Cry returns Badac to a site-specific setting, this time an underground car park, where the power and intensity of the experience will be undiminished.
