Terre Haute by Edmund White premiered at The Assembly Rooms, Edinburgh (2006) before a national tour, West End run and New York transfer. nabokov has become the leading proponent of new multi-disciplinary theatre work through curating the ground-breaking Shorts, Present:Tense and Arts Club.  

Jack Thorne is well known for his TV writing - Skins, Shameless, Cast Offs and The Spastic King. His first feature film The Scouting Book for Boys won the Best British Newcomer at the 2009 London Film Festival. Other theatre credits include: Fanny and Faggott (Finborough/West End); Stacey (Arcola/West End); When You Cure Me (Bush, as Pearson writer in residence). He was selected from over 200 writers to be part of Paines Plough’s inaugural writers’ group Future Perfect.
