Acclaimed poet and comedian Molly Naylor performs her debut Edinburgh Festival Fringe show. Funny, poetic and true, it is a bittersweet 21st century tale of how it feels to have your world (literally) blown apart.

Molly moves to London full of naive dreams, high hopes and on a quest to make her life just like the movies - but on 7/7/2005, she finds herself on an underground train blown up by terrorists and her life is forced to take a different direction.

 Molly creates a vivid portrait of a young woman coming of age in tandem with the 21st century. With humour and poignancy, she chronicles the rollercoaster ride of her last ten years – from her wide-eyed move to the big city with its dead-end jobs and endless parties, through the ordeal and repercussions of the 7/7 bombing, to a reluctant retreat to her parental home in deepest Cornwall.

Molly Naylor is a poet, scriptwriter, performer and puppeteer. As a poet, she has performed on BBC Radio and at a number of festivals and events including Latitude, Glastonbury, The Big Chill, Seven Arts, Poet in the City, Edinburgh Fringe, Hull Truck, Purple Ronnie’s Stand Up Poetry Club, Shunt, Colchester Arts Centre and Soho Theatre. She works as a puppeteer for The Flying Buttresses theatre company and has written and directed several plays performed on the London Fringe. She is currently writing a Sit Com set in London called Shattered Lamps.
